Idealism

In philosophy, Idealism offers an explanation of reality or human experience in which ideas or spiritual, non-materialistic elements are central. 

Idealism often suggests the formation and influence of ideals, the importance of principles, values and goals as well as present realities, perhaps a tendency to represent things as they might be rather than as they are. In the arts, idealism affirms imagination and seeks to portray a mental conception of beauty, a standard of perfection, in distinction from naturalism and realism.

Metaphysical idealism is an ontology that holds that reality itself is essentially spirit or consciousness or, at least, that abstractions and laws are more basic to reality than the things we perceive. Epistemological idealism is the view that reality can only be known through ideas, that only psychological experience can be apprehended by the mind.
*Idealism holds that consciousness, not matter, is the ground of all being.
Central to Idealism is the concept of happiness.
